Introduction

The primary objective of internal audit is to review, appraise and report upon the adequacy of internal control systems operating
throughout the council. To achieve this SALC adopt a predominantly systems-based approach to audit.

The council’s internal control system comprises the whole network of systems established within the council to provide reasonable
assurance that the council’s objectives will be achieved, with reference to:

e the effectiveness of operations
e the economic and efficient use of resources
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e compliance with applicable policies, procedures, laws, and regulations
e the safeguarding of assets and interests from losses of all kinds, including those arising from fraud, irregularity, and corruption
e the integrity and reliability of information, accounts, and data

Methodology

When conducting the audit, the internal auditor may:

e conduct a selective assessment of compliance with relevant procedures and controls expected to be in operation during the
financial year in order to be able to complete the Annual Internal Audit Report 2022/23 of the Annual Governance and
Accountability Return (AGAR)

e review the reliability and integrity of financial information and the means used to identify, measure, classify and report such
information

e review the means of safeguarding assets and, as appropriate, verify the existence of such assets

e appraise the economy and efficiency with which resources are employed, identify opportunities to improve performance and
recommend solutions to problems

e review the established systems to ensure compliance with those policies, procedures, laws, and regulations which could have a
significant impact on operations, and determine whether the council complies

e review the operations and activities to ascertain whether results are consistent with objectives and whether they are being
conducted as planned
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Section 1 — proper bookkeeping

The internal auditor will look at the methods and processes used to manage the council’s accounts and in particular that it provides clear data
for reporting and monitoring purposes. This includes checking information is accurate, kept up to date, referenced and verified.

Documentation to support control procedures adopted by the Council for
payments helps protect the RFO and fulfils an internal control objective.

These are
clearly identified and approved by Council. In accordance with proper practices the Council has demonstrated it has taken steps to manage key
risks in a way it can justify to a level which is tolerable by transferring the risks and taking out insurance. By reviewing the terms of reference for
internal audit the Council has followed guidance and demonstrates it recognises that the internal audit function is to test and report to the
authority on whether its specific system of internal control is adequate and working satisfactorily.

Reserves held — general and earmarked® Yes The Council’s final accounts show general reserves in the sum of

£10,692.99 and earmarked reserves in the sum of £9,210.22 (CIL) with
overall reserves standing at £19,903.21

The generally accepted recommendation with regard to the appropriate
minimum level of a smaller authority’s general reserve is that this should be
maintained between 3 and 12 months net revenue expenditure. It is noted
Council’s general reserves are considered to be high.

Recommendation: The general reserve is higher than the annual precept.
Authorities have no legal powers to hold revenue reserves other than those
for reasonable working capital needs and for specifically earmarked
reserves.
